The feedback on Pacific Tower was very
positive and we look forward to returning next

year. The presentations by the residents were
impressive and the UWOAA was proud to have
assisted in funding of their research projects. Another
purpose of the UWOAA is to enhance the educational
experience of the residents. To that end, we were
able to secure pledges of over $200,000 from
department alumni over the next four years. Combined
with matching funds from the University of
Washington, this will complete funding for the Kokich-
Shapiro Professorship by 2019/2020 and will allow
funding of a part-time faculty position.
